SAS Student Parking Privilege Application
RULES AND REGULATIONS: (Any violation of the below rules, or those in your handbook, will result in the loss of your parking tag for the remainder of the school year with no refund provided.)

1. Drivers must show proof of insurance and current driver’s license to receive a parking tag. 

2. Parking tags must be clearly displayed from the rearview mirror at all times while on campus. Parking tags on the seat, dash, floorboards, turned backwards or where the parking tag or number on the parking tag is obscured are not acceptable. Your tag will match your assigned parking spot.

3. If you receive a parking violation, the first one will be $1000; the second is $2000; the third you will lose your privilege to park at SAS.

4. Lost or stolen parking tags will be replaced for $10.00  

5. Your vehicle may be subject to search if an administrator believes there are reasonable grounds for such action.
6. If there are changes to the information that you originally provided, it is your responsibility to provide these changes, in writing, to the school Office Manager.

7. Do not park in the visitors’ or staff slots. Violators of this rule will lose their parking privilege.

8. The speed limit in the business park is 25 MPH and on SAS grounds is 5 MPH. Exceeding the speed limit, poor or reckless driving, driving on sidewalks, over barriers or curbs, or engaging in any potentially dangerous activities with a motor vehicle will result in loss of the parking pass.

9. If you are a new driver and have a restricted license, not following the restrictions on the license will result in loss of parking pass.

10. Any violations of traffic laws or criminal law will be turned over to the Bothell Police Department.

11. You cannot leave campus without prior permission, walk or get in your vehicle or someone else’s vehicle during class time without permission. 
12. You cannot loan, borrow, or sell a parking tag or use a parking tag not purchased by yourself or your parents through SAS.

13. You cannot alter, copy, or counterfeit a parking tag.

14. If you no longer need a parking tag or will not be attending SAS, you must return your parking tag.

15. Please respect our neighbors by honoring crosswalks, and the 25 MPH business park speed limit.
